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On the Brink - The New World Order

The New World Order — President George
Bush called it “a big idea — a New World Order....”"

I recently picked up a new book,
Windswept House, by Malachi Martin?, a Roman
Catholic priest, who has written a number of books
concerning the Catholic church and the Vatican.
Father Martin was a close associate of the late Pope
John XXIIl, and was considered a candidate for
Cardinal, but requested and was granted relief from
his Jesuit vows by Pope Paul VI. Father Martin was
interviewed in a recent edition of The New American
magazine in which he stated that his novel is 85
percent based on fact.® He referred to the book as
“faction”.

A  number of Windswept House’s
characters are committed to what is called the
“Process” which is described as a “force of history.”
This Process is dedicated to the “ethical need for
abdication of national sovereignty” for the purpose of
promoting globalist ideas and thereby creating a
one-world government and one-world religion.
According to Father Martin, few understand the
Process, but many are used, manipulated by the
insiders. Likewise in Freemasonry, the members of
the “Blue Lodges” are intentionally deceived. They
are led to think they know the truth, but the truth is
hidden, and the real truth of the secrets is only
revealed to the few at the higher levels and beyond.
Most Freemasons never realize the truth of their
secrets. Are we also being manipulated in the same
manner, believing that we know the truth, but being
led toward a secret purpose?

In the book an anti-papist Cardinal
declares: “Thanks to the use of advanced
psychological techniques employed by Marriage
Enjoinder, Origins and RENEW — to name just a few
of the processes to further our agenda... have
moved Catholics... to the acceptance of everything
we... envision for the New World Order.”

James P. Warburg told a

Senate

Committee, on 17 February 1950: “We shall have
world government whether you like it or not, if not by
consent by conquest.”

In the book of Revelation, chapter 13, we
learn that this is exactly what we are to expect to
see coming on the world. We are to expect a world
economic system, “...no man might buy or sell....”
We are also to expect a world religion. *“...and
causeth the earth and them that dwell therein to
worship the first beast...that they should make an
image to the beast... and cause that as many as
would not worship the image... should be killed.”

To accomplish a world economic system
we would expect ultimately a world government to
enforce it. National allegiance and sovereignty must
be dismantled. Borders must disappear. Globalism
is now taught in our public school system. We are
being indoctrinated to “think globally, but act locally”.

Was it planned? “Did our permissive
humanist stage prepare America to welcome a new
suppressive global stage,” asks Berit Kjos.° “For
most of this century, humanist educators have
sought ways to use education to transform both the
world and the people.”” She describes the “Global/
New Age Paradigm” as being accomplished by
changing the “Christian Paradigm” using a
“Humanist Transition Stage”. For example, the
Biblical belief system is being gradually broken down
by the ideas of evolution until we arrive at the new
paradigm belief system, which is global and earth-
centered. Likewise, our Bible based moral system
has been put through a transitional system where
we are taught situational ethics, the idea that there
are no absolute rights or wrongs, until we achieve
sensual freedom.®

Socialist Party presidential candidate
Norman Thomas once said: “The American people
will never knowingly adopt Socialism, but under the
name of Liberalism they will adopt every fragment of
the Socialist program until one day America will be a
Socialist nation without knowing how it happened.”®
It's a slow, subtle, steady process, and those who



promote it are patient.
The heat is turned up
slowly, like the frog in the
pan of heated water, he
doesn’t realize until it’s too late.

In order to merge the nation state into the
global village, we are encouraged to abandon our
ideas of the individual, or person, in favor of people.
This is what is taking place in the “pulpits” of our
public school system.

All the signs are
there, we are beginning to worship the environment.
A consensus on religion is an essential element of the
New World Order because it is the belief systems of
the world, which bind individuals and groups to
common causes. In order to have One World, one
common belief system is necessary. To
accomplish this world religion a destruction
of foundational beliefs must be encouraged
in favor of ecumenism. The idea that we all
worship the same god, whether we are
Christian, Muslim, Hindu (pantheistic), or
whatever, is promoted.

The Remarkable Existence
and Nature of God
Part 2

“In the beginning God....” God (Elohim) is a
plural name with a singular meaning. God is one, yet
more than one. This is the first suggestion of the
Trinity. God is later called Yahweh (Lord) when a
covenant relationship is established between God and
man.

DOES GOD EXIST?

Are you able to present a convincing
argument to an unbeliever that God indeed exists?
Can you present that argument without quoting
Scripture? For the atheist an argument that involves
is not

blind faith or statements from the Bible
convincing. That type of

Are you self-caused? What caused you? What
caused that which caused you? Are you aware of

your own existence? If you are aware of your
existence, then Whoever caused you to exist must
be aware of His existence and therefore a Great
Person. That Great Person must have similar but
greater attributes than yours.

The word cosmological derives from the
word cosmos, which means the universe. We get
our word cosmetic from this same root, which means
ordered and beautiful. The cosmological is
therefore one from order, i.e. an intelligent cause of
the universe.

The most basic of scientific principals is the
law of cause and effect. This law states that
although one cause can have many effects, no
effect can be greater or superior to its cause. A
chain of effects must eventually trace back to an
essentially infinite First Cause, or the something or
Someone who started it all (the Creator).® The
unstated question of the Big Bang Theorys,
assuming  for

argument is greeted with
derision.

There are four
basic arguments for the
existence of God,
ontological ,
cosmological , anthropological , and teleological .
Don't let these big words frighten you. You don’t need
to know the words, but you need to know the
arguments that these words represent. There is room
in this essay to briefly present two, the cosmological
and the teleological. The ontological, simply stated,
argues that the very idea of absolute perfection
necessitates the existence of God.' The
anthropological argument points to a personal Cause;
that is, that “self-awareness and moral self-
determination points to a personal Creator who has
these qualities.”

THE ARGUMENT
(COSMOLOGICAL ARGUMENT)

Think about the statement: Does God exist?
Have you been everywhere in the universe so that
you can say that you’ve been there and haven’t found
Him? How much of the Universe have you explored?

Erich Fromm once wrote: “Man is the only
animal for whom his own existence is a problem which
he must solve.”® Consider this statement: Do you
exist? Someone once said: “l think, therefore | am.”

The attributes of that first cause must be as

follows:

X The First Cause (Creator) of limitless
space must be infinite.

X The First Cause (Creator) of endless
time must be eternal.

X  The First Cause (Creator) of boundless
energy must be omnipotent. (All

Powerful).
x The First Cause (Creator) of infinite
complexity (design) must be

omniscient. (All knowing).

x  The First Cause (Creator) of love must

be loving.

x  The First Cause (Creator) of life must

be living.

Thus, the First Cause (Creator) of the
Universe must be an infinite, eternal, omnipotent,
omniscient, omnipresent (everywhere at once),
personal, volitional (having a free will), holy, loving,
living being.”

Laws infer intelligence. Who made the

Laws? Paul answers this in his letter to the



Romans:

“For the wrath of God is
revealed from heaven
against all ungodliness
and unrighteousness of men, who suppress the truth
in unrighteousness, because what may be known of
God is manifest in them , for God has shown it to
them. For since the creation of the world His
invisible attributes are clearly seen, being
understood by the things that are made, even His
eternal power and Godhead, so that they are
without excuse , because, although they knew God,
they did not glorify Him as God, nor were thankful, but
became futile in their thoughts, and their foolish hearts
were darkened. Professing to be wise, they became
fools, and changed the glory of the incorruptible God
into an image made like corruptible man - and birds
and four-footed beasts and creeping things.
Therefore God also gave them up to uncleanness, in
the lusts of their hearts, to dishonor their bodies
among themselves, who exchanged the truth of God
for the lie, and worshipped and served the creature
rather than the Creator , who is blessed forever.
Amen.”®

Speaking to the wise men of Athens, Paul
demonstrated clearly the Law of Cause and Effect,
that we can trace the First Cause (Creator God)
through His creation:

“Then Paul stood in the midst of the
Areopagus and said, "Men of Athens, | perceive that
in all things you are very religious; for as | was
passing through and considering the objects of your
worship, | even found an altar with this inscription: to
the unknown God. Therefore, the One whom you
worship without knowing, Him | proclaim to you: God,
who made the world and everything in it |, since He
is Lord of heaven and earth, does not dwell in temples
made with hands. Nor is He worshipped with men's
hands, as though He needed anything, since He
gives to all life, breath, and all things . And He has
made from one blood every nation of men to dwell
on all the face of the earth, and has determined
their preappointed times and the boundaries of
their habitation , so that they should seek the Lord, in
the hope that they might grope for Him and find Him,
though He is not far from each one of us; for in Him
we live and move and have our being , as also
some of your own poets have said, 'For we are also
His offspring.' Therefore, since we are the offspring of
God, we ought not to think that the Divine Nature
is like gold or silver or stone, something shaped
by art and man's devising Truly, these times of
ignorance God overlooked, but now commands all
men everywhere to repent, because He has
appointed a day on which He will judge the world in
righteousness by the Man whom He has ordained.
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He has given assurance of this to all by raising
Him from the dead .”

Notice that Paul appealed to nature and to
the beliefs of his audience before presenting
arguments for redemption through the mediation of
Christ.’ Paul first used nature to support the
argument of God as creator. In other words, he was
arguing for the truth of the first chapter of Genesis,
and that God was the First Cause of all. He then
appealed to the belief system of his hearers. Paul did
not appeal to them from scripture until he had laid a
proper foundation with ideas of which they might
agree.

Our choice is between eternal God or
eternal matter . The Law of Cause and Effect says
that the universe did not create itself. Random
particles of matter do not become orderly by
themselves.

Three Basic Laws Govern the Present
Universe:"

x Law of Cause and Effect .

In the beginning God created. The Law of
Cause and Effect implies that there must be a first
cause. Evolution would have us believe that the
universe itself was the first cause, a violation of the
First Law of Thermodynamics which says that matter
can neither be created, nor destroyed.

x Law of Conservation of Matter - First

Law of Thermodynamics

Matter (or Energy) can neither be created nor
destroyed - Creation is a supernatural act by God.
Matter may be converted to energy and visa versa,
but not created or destroyed.

X Law of Entropy - Second Law of

Thermodynamics .

Everything is running down. The Second
Law of Thermodynamics says that everything is
moving from order to chaos. Evolution says that
everything is moving from chaos to order, getting
better and better. To see this principle at work look in
the mirror, we are running down. This law went into
effect because of the curse due to the sin in the
garden.

Evolution violates the known and proven
laws of physics. The First Cause must be
supernatural according to the First Law of
Thermodynamics. Reason dictates that there must be
a “Universal First Cause” and that the First Cause has
created personalities with awareness of their
individual existences. The First Cause must therefore
have similar, but infinitely greater attributes.

The First Cause must be eternal. If not
eternal, it cannot be God, and therefore it must be an
effect. Something else must be the Eternal Cause.'?

The First Cause must have similar, but
greater, attributes to us:



“Then God said, "Let Us
make man in Our image,
according to Our
likeness ; let them have
dominion over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the
air, and over the cattle, over all the earth and over
every creeping thing that creeps on the earth." So
God created man in His own image; in the image

of God He created him; male and female He created
them.”'

That Universal First Cause must be
intelligent and outside the laws now governing the
Universe, therefore, that First Cause must be
supernatural . The First Cause must be an
uncaused First Cause ."

Included in this type of argument is the
argument from history. There is not one culture
known to man that has not had some idea of God, no
matter how remote the culture is, or how distorted the
idea. The idea is innate and universal in the
consciousness of man. '

THE ARGUMENT FROM DESIGN (THE
TELEOLOGICAL ARGUMENT)

The Greek word telos means end. The
teleological argument is therefore one that views the
universe as designed for a purpose

We may also argue from design. Dr. Scott
Huse says: “The bewildering complexity of even the
most basic organic molecules completely rules out
the chance of life originating apart from
supernatural intelligent design and planning AT
has been calculated that the probability of evolution
occurring by mutation and natural selection is 1 in
10*°for the simplest replicating protein molecule; and
1 in 10"%7%2 for the proteins and DNA of the smallest
self-replicating entity (10'"% = 1 followed by 167,626
zeros!).'® To give perspective to these numbers,
consider that “[tlhere are estimated to be no more
than 10%° elementary particles in the universe.”
Statistically, the probability that evolution occurred is
virtually  zero. To put it another way, it's
inconceivable. All this and we haven’t yet considered
man, a much more complex life-form then the smallest
self-replicating entity mentioned before. You stand a
better chance in pinning your faith on winning the
lottery, about 1 in 10, assuming that 10 million tickets
are sold.

Mary, our son Patrick, and | spent the day in
the country on the windward side of Oahu. We hiked
near a mountain fed stream in an area of untended
growth. When we emerged we noticed that our pant
legs were covered with a seed of some wild plant.
The seed had fine hair-like barbs “designed” for the
purpose of transporting the seed to a different
location. How did the plant know to “evolve” so that it
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could attach itself to the fur of a passing animal, thus
assuring propagating and filling the earth? Better still,
how did the plant know that there would be a passing
animal that it might attach its seeds to? When | see
the seed with its barbs, and when | see an
automobile, | think that both must have had a
designer even though | do not see one. How do you
know that the automobile maker exists?

The First Cause needed to supply
information. Information is then passed down through
each succeeding offspring. A structural identity exists
between the information in DNA and alphabetical
letter sequences in a written message. When we see
a written message we rightly assume that it had an
intelligent writer (designer). Likewise we may assume
that DNA had an intelligent designer.?

Paul used the teleological argument of order
in nature as a witness for God when the people of
Lystra thought that he and Barnabus were gods:

“And saying, Sirs, why do ye these things?
We also are men of like passions with you, and
preach unto you that ye should turn from these
vanities unto the living God, which made heaven, and
earth, and the sea, and all things that are therein:
Who in times past suffered all nations to walk in their
own ways. Nevertheless he left not himself
without witness, in that he did good, and gave us
rain from heaven, and fruitful seasons, filling our
hearts with food and gladness And with these
sayings scarce restrained they the people, that they
had not done sacrifice unto them.?'

The Earth is uniquely designed and balanced
to support life. The Moon is essential, by tidal action,
to clean and aerate the oceans in order to support life.
Lightning transports nitrogen from the air to the soil to
support plant life. Contrary to the characteristics of
other liquids, water expands and becomes lighter
when it freezes, thus assuring the survival of marine
life, which would otherwise die if their environment
were to freeze from the bottom up. The ozone layer
assures that life can continue by filtering harmful rays.
Even the tilt of the Earth and its position in the Solar
system (10 percent either way would be fatal) is
necessary for our existence.?

Could this have all happened by blind
chance, or is there an intelligent eternal caring
Creator who designed it all? Think about it.
